Connecting the rear speakers to the wireless receiver (SPQ8-S, sold
separately)

Automatic connection
After completing installation, the wireless receiver will automatically be connected to the sound bar. Connect the
sound bar to the wireless receiver in the following order.

@ Connect the speaker cables to the corresponding terminals on the rear speakers (left, right). Connect the
black striped cable to the negative terminal and the other cable to the positive terminal.

Attaching the ferrite core (optional)

A ferrite core may not be provided depending on national standards.

Attaching the ferrite core to the speaker cables

Affix the ferrite core to the cables to reduce radio noise.
Pull Part [a] to open the ferrite core.

Wind the wireless receiver's speaker cables twice around the ferrite core. A distance of about 18 cm (7.1
inch) is required between the wireless receiver and the ferrite core.

Close the ferrite core until you hear a click.

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Setting up surround sound

The surround sound function allows you to hear immersive 3D sound produced by multiple audio channels from
the speakers, regardless of the channels in the originally recorded content.
