INSTALLATION

Before use, the appliance must be properly installed as described in this manual.

o Contact the authorized service technician for repair or maintenance of this unit.

o Contact the installer for installation of this unit.

o When the power cord is to be replaced, replacement work shall be performed by authorized personnel
only using only genuine replacement parts.

o |Installation work must be performed in accordance with the National Electric Code by qualified and
authorized personnel only.

The interior of the product must only be cleaned by an authorized service center or a dealer.

The power cord of this appliance is equipped with a three-prong (grounding) plug. Use this with

a standard three-slot (grounding) wall power outlet to minimize the hazard of electric shock. The

customer should have the wall receptacle and circuit checked by a qualified electrician to make sure the

receptacle is properly grounded. DO NOT CUT OR REMOVE THE THIRD (GROUND) PRONG FROM

THE POWER PLUG.
— Situations when the appliance will be disconnected occasionally; Because of potential safety
hazards, we strongly discourage the use of an adapter plug. However, if you wish to use an adapter,
a TEMPORARY CONNECTION may be made.

¢ Do not expose people, animals, or plants to the cold or hot wind from the air conditioner for extended
periods of time.

* Remove the batteries if the remote control is not to be used for an extended period of time.
o Never mix different types of batteries, or old and new batteries for the remote control.

e Stop using the remote control if there is a fluid leak in the battery. If your clothes or skin are exposed to
the leaking battery fluid, wash off with clean water.

o |[f the leaking battery fluid has been swallowed, rinse the inside of the mouth thoroughly and consult a
doctor.

o Do not recharge or disassemble the batteries.

MAINTENANCE

Clean the filter every two weeks.
o Never touch the metal parts of the air conditioner when removing the air filter.

¢ Never use strong cleaning agents or solvents when cleaning the air conditioner or spray water. Use a
smooth cloth.

o Use a soft cloth to clean the appliance. Do not use waxes, thinners, or harsh detergents.
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REFRIGERANT (FOR R32 ONLY)

If you prevail in the
arbitration, LG will pay your attorneys’ fees and expenses as long as they are reasonable, by considering
factors including, but not limited to, the purchase amount and claim amount. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, if applicable law allows for an award of reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses, an arbitrator
can award them to the same extent that a court would.

You may only opt out of the dispute resolution procedure in the manner described above (that is, by
e-mail or telephone); no other form of notice will be effective to opt out of this dispute resolution
procedure. Opting out of this dispute resolution procedure will not affect the coverage of the Limited
Warranty in any way, and you will continue to enjoy the full benefits of the Limited Warranty. If you keep
this product and do not opt out, then you accept all terms and conditions of the arbitration provision
described above.
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
