It may not be a malfunction.

Nothing is displayed on the screen.

•• Is the monitor's power cord plugged in?
-- Check if the power cord is correctly plugged into the power outlet.
-- If the monitor is in sleep mode (standby mode), move the mouse, or press any key on the keyboard, to

-- Check if the computer is turned on.

•• Is the [No Signal] message being displayed?
