1.7 Electrical 
information
• The appliance must be plugged into its 

own dedicated 115 Volt, 60 Hz., 15 
Amp, AC only electrical outlet. The 
power cord of the appliance is 
equipped with a three-prong grounding 
plug for your protection against 
electrical shock hazards. It must be 
plugged directly into a properly 
grounded three-prong receptacle. The 
receptacle must be installed in 
accordance with local codes and 
ordinances. Consult a qualified 
electrician. Do not use an extension 
cord or adapter plug.

WARNING!

• If the power cord is damaged, it should 
be replaced by an authorized service 
technician to prevent any risk.

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3. INSTALLATION
This User Manual provides general 
installation and operating instructions for 
your model. We recommend using a 
service or kitchen contracting professional 
to install your appliance. Use the 
appliance only as instructed in this User 
Manual. Before starting the appliance, 
follow these important first steps.
3.1 Location
• If possible, place the appliance out of 

direct sunlight and away from the 
range, dishwasher, or other heat 
sources.

• The appliance must be installed on a 
floor that is level and strong enough to 
support a fully loaded appliance.

WARNING!
This appliance is intended for use in 
residential household and similar 
interior applications such as:
• Kitchen / kitchenette
• Pantry room
• Basement
• Enclosed garage
• Other interior residential type 

environments

CAUTION!
Do not install the appliance where the 
temperature will drop below 50°F 
(10°C) or rise above 110 °F (43 °C). 
The compressor will not be able to 
maintain proper temperatures inside 
the appliance.

WARNING!
Allow the following clearances for 
ease of installation, proper air 
circulation, plumbing, and electrical 
connections:
• Top 3" (75 mm)
• Sides 3" (75 mm)
• Back 4" (101.6 mm)

3.2 Leveling
When positioning the appliance, ensure 
that it is level, with all bottom corners 
resting firmly on a solid floor. You can 
adjust this using the two leveling feet 

located at the front bottom of the 
appliance.

3.3 Door Removal

CAUTION!
Before you begin, turn the appliance 
temperature control to OFF and 
remove the electrical power cord from 
the wall outlet. Remove any food from 
door shelves.

NOTE
The direction in which the appliance 
doors open (door swing) can be 
reversed, from left to right or right to 
left, by moving the door hinges from 
one side to the other. Reversing the 
door swing should be performed by a 
qualified person.

CAUTION!
The door is heavy. We recommend 
two people to remove or replace the 
door assembly from the appliance.

NOTE
Keep the removed parts so they can 
be used on the opposite side.

CAUTION!
If you place the appliance on its back 
or side, let it stand upright for 6 hours 
before you plug it in. This prevents 
damage to internal components.

NOTE
The shape of the hinges may vary by 
model.

1. Remove the hinge cover and the 
upper hinge from the top left side of 
the appliance and remove the door. 
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2. Move the hinge hole cover from the 
top left side to the top right side of the 
door. 

3. Remove both feet. Remove the lower 
hinge and turn it over before 
reinstallation. 

4. Install the lower hinge on the left side 
of the appliance. 

5. Install the door. 
6. Install both feet and the screw hole 

cover on the top right side of the 
appliance. 

7. Ensure that the top of the door is level 
and the rubber gasket is making a 
good seal. 

8. Tighten the screws. 

4. CONTROLS AND SETTINGS
4.1 Cool Down Period
To ensure safe food storage, allow the 
appliance to operate with the doors closed 
for at least 4 hours. The appliance runs 
continuously during this time.

4.2 Temperature Adjustment

NOTE
Adjusting the temperature control to 
OFF/0 turns off the compressor and 
prevents the refrigerator from cooling, 
but does not disconnect the power to 
the light bulb and other electrical 
components. To turn off power to your 
refrigerator, you must unplug the 
power cord from the wall outlet.

Adjust the temperature gradually: adjust 
the knobs in small increments, allowing 
the temperature to stabilize.
• For colder temperatures, adjust the 

control toward MAX/COOLER/3.
• For warmer temperatures, adjust the 

control toward MIN/NORMAL/1.

5. STORAGE FEATURES
5.1 Shelf adjustment
Adjust the shelves to suit individual needs. 
Before adjusting the shelves, remove all 
food.

To adjust shelves, slide the shelf by 
moving it forward and lifting it upward.
To replace shelves, insert the rear of the 
shelf into any pair of shelf rails and 
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carefully push the shelf back into position, 
making sure the shelf clips (A) go in the 
notch in the liner.

CAUTION!
When reinstalling the shelf, ensure the 
shelf clip is attached to the liner and 
holds it in place.

CAUTION!
Do not clean glass shelves or covers 
with warm water when they are cold. 
Shelves and covers may break if 
exposed to sudden temperature 
changes or impact, such as bumping. 
Tempered glass is designed to shatter 
into many small, pebble-size pieces. 
This is normal. Glass shelves and 
covers are heavy. Use both hands 
when removing them to avoid 
dropping.

NOTE
To avoid personal injury or property 
damage, handle tempered glass 
shelves carefully. Shelves may break 
suddenly if nicked, scratched, or 
exposed to sudden temperature 
change.

5.2 Crispers
Crispers allow you the flexibility to store 
any manner of items including fruits, 
vegetables, nuts, etc. Crispers do not 
feature humidity controls.

6. CARE AND CLEANING
6.1 Care & Cleaning Tips

Part What to use Tips and precautions
Interior and door liners • Soap and water

• Baking soda and water
Use 2 tablespoons of baking soda in 1 quart of 
warm water. Be sure to wring excess water out of 
sponge or cloth before cleaning around controls, 
light bulb or any electrical part.

Door gaskets Soap and water Wipe gaskets with a clean soft cloth.

Glass shelves • Soap and water
• Glass cleaner
• Mild liquid sprays

Allow glass to warm to room temperature before 
immersing in warm water.

Exterior and handles • Soap and water
• Non abrasive glass 

cleaner

Do not use commercial household cleaners con­
taining ammonia, bleach or alcohol to clean han­
dles. Use a soft cloth to clean smooth handles. 
Do not use a dry cloth to clean smooth doors.
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Part What to use Tips and precautions
Exterior and handles 
(Stainless steel models 
only) 

• Soap and water
• Stainless steel cleaners

Never use chloride or cleaners with bleach to 
clean stainless steel.
Clean stainless steel front and handles with non-
abrasive soapy water and a dishcloth. Rinse with 
clean water and a soft cloth. Use a non-abrasive 
stainless steel cleaner. These cleaners can be 
purchased at most home improvement or major 
department stores. Always follow manufacturer’s 
instructions. Do not use household cleaners con­
taining ammonia or bleach.
Always clean, wipe and dry with the grain to pre­
vent scratching. Wash the rest of the cabinet with 
warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rinse well, 
and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

6.2 Defrosting the Appliance
(some models)
To defrost the appliance:
1. Remove all food and objects from the 

appliance. 
2. Ensure the drip pan is in place under 

the freezer compartment. 
3. Unplug the appliance and ensure the 

cord is in a safe, dry location. 
4. The defrost process may take a few 

hours. To speed up the defrost time, 
keep the door open and place a bowl 

of warm water in the appliance. Never 
use sharp objects to remove the frost. 

5. During the defrost cycle, water 
accumulates in the drip tray. If 
necessary, empty the drip tray during 
the defrost cycle. 

6. After defrosting is complete, empty 
and wipe down the drip tray and the 
interiors. 

7. Reset the appliance to the desired 
temperature and put all food and 
objects back.

7.1 Common occurrences

The appliance does not run. • Ensure the plug is tightly pushed into an electri­
cal outlet.

• Check/replace the fuse with a 15amp time-delay 
fuse. Reset the circuit breaker.

• The appliance may be in defrost cycle.
Wait 20 minutes and check again.

The appliance temperature is unsatisfactory. • Set the appliance control to a warmer or colder 
setting until the temperature is satisfactory. Al­
low 24 hours for the temperature to stabilize.

The appliance is noisy or vibrates. • The cabinet is not level.
• Floor is weak.
• Adjust the anti-tip bracket. Refer to Setting the 

anti-tip brackets in Installation.

Odors in the appliance. • The interior needs to be cleaned.
• Cover or wrap the foods that produce odors.

Cabinet light is not working. • Replace with only a 5Watt or less AC LED light 
bulb.

• Ensure the plug is tightly pushed into an electri­
cal outlet.
