AUTO DEFROSTING

AUTO DEFROST lets you easily defrost food by eliminating guesswork in determining defrosting time.

MULTI-STAGE COOKING

The outside oven surface should be cleaned with
soap and water, rinsed and dried with a soft cloth. To
prevent damage to the operating parts inside the
oven, water should not be allowed to seep into the
ventilation openings.

Running the oven empty for a short time will not
damage the oven. However, it is not
recommended.

Can the oven be used with the glass tray or
roller guide removed?

: No. Both the glass tray and roller guide must

always be used in the oven before cooking.

: The door can be opened anytime during the

cooking operation. Then microwave energy will be
instantly switched off and the time setting will
maintain until the door is closed.

: Why do | have moisture in my microwave

oven after cooking?

: The moisture on the side of your microwave oven

is normal. It is caused by steam from cooking food
hitting the cool oven surface.

Does microwave energy pass through the
viewing screen in the door?

: No. The metal screen bounces back the energy to

the oven cavity. The holes are made to allow light
to pass through. They do not let microwave
energy pass through.

: Why do eggs sometimes pop?
:When baking or poaching eggs, the yolk may pop

due to steam build-up inside the yolk membrane.
To prevent this, simply pierce the yolk with a
toothpick before cooking. Never cook eggs without
piercing their shells.

: Why is this standing time recommended after

the cooking operation has been completed?

: Standing time is very important.

With microwave cooking, the heat is in the food,
not in the oven. Many foods build up enough
internal heat to allow the cooking process to
continue, even after the food is removed from the
oven. Standing time for joints of meat, large
vegetables and cakes is to allow the inside to
cook completely, without overcooking the outside.

: “Standing time” means that food should be

removed from the oven and covered for additional
time to allow it to finish cooking. This frees the
oven for other cooking.

: Why does my oven not always cook as fast as

the microwave cooking guide says?

: Check your cooking guide again, to make sure

you've followed directions exactly ; and to see
what might cause variations in cooking time.
Cooking guide times and heat settings are
suggestions, to help prevent over-cooking... the
most common problem in getting used to a
microwave oven.

Variations in the size, shape and weights and
dimensions could require longer cooking time.
Use your own judgement along with the cooking
guide suggestions to check whether the food has
been properly cooked just as you would do with a
conventional cooker.

COOKING [NSTRUCTIONS

UTENSIL GUIDE

Only use utensils that are suitable for use in microwave ovens.

To cook food in the microwave oven, the microwaves must be able to penetrate the food, without being reflected
or absorbed by the dish used. Care must therefore be taken choosing the utensil. If the utensil is marked
microwave-safe, you do not need to worry. The following table lists various utensil and indicates whether and
how they should be used in a microwave oven.

Do not attempt to defeat or tamper with safety
interlocks.

Do not place any object between the oven front frame
and the door or allow residue to build up on sealing
surfaces.

Never use abrasive powders or pads.

Do not subject the oven door to strain or weight such
as a child hanging on an open door.

This could cause the oven to fall forward resulting in
injury to you and damage to the oven.

Food

Never use your microwave oven for home canning. The
oven is not designed for proper home canning.
Improperly canned food may spoil and be dangerous to
consume.

Always use the minimum recipe cooking time. It is
better to undercook rather than overcook foods.
Undercooked foods can be returned to the oven for
more cooking. If food is overcooked, nothing can be
done.

Heat small quantities of food or foods with low moisture
carefully. These can quickly dry out, burn or catch on
fire.

Do not heat eggs in the shell. Pressure may build up
and eggs can explode.

Potatoes, apples, egg yolks and sausages are
examples of food with non-porous skins.

These must be pierced before cooking to prevent
bursting.

Do not attempt to deep fat fry in your microwave oven.
Always allow a standing time of at least 20 seconds
after the oven has been switched off to allow the

ARCING

If you see arcing, open the door and correct the problem.

Arcing is the microwave term for sparks in the oven.

Arcing is caused by:

» Metal or foil touching the side of the oven.

e Foil not molded to food (upturned edges act like
antennas).
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Do not operate the oven if door seals or sealing
surfaces are damaged; or if door is bent; or if hinges
are loose or broken.

Do not operate the oven empty. This will damage the
oven.

Do not attempt to dry clothes, newspapers or other
materials in the oven. They may catch on fire.

Do not use recycled paper products as they may
contain impurities which may cause sparks or fires.

Do not hit or strike the control panel with hard objects.
This can damage the oven.

temperature to even out, stir during heating, if
necessary, and ALWAYS stir after heating. To prevent
eruptive boiling and possible scalding, you should put a
spoon or glass stick into the beverages and stir before,
during and after heating.

Do not leave the oven unattended while popping corn.
Do not pop corn in a paper bag unless it is the
commercially prepared Microwave Popcorn product.
The kernels can overheat and ignite a brown paper
bag.

Do not put packaged Microwave Popcorn bags directly
on the oven tray. Place the package on a microwave
safe glass or ceramic plate to avoid overheating and
cracking the oven tray.

Do not exceed the Microwave Popcorn manufacturers
suggested popping time.

Longer popping does not yield more popcorn but it can
result in scorch, burn of fire. Remember, the Popcorn
bag and tray can be too hot to handle. Remove with
caution and use pot holders.

* Metal, such as twist-ties, poultry pins, or gold rimmed
dishes, in the microwave.

* Recycled paper towels containing small metal pieces
being used in the microwave.

The microwaves cause the water molecules to vibrate
which causes FRICTION, i.e. HEAT. This heat then cooks
the food. Microwaves are also attracted to fat and sugar
particles, and foods high in these will cook more quickly.
Microwaves can only penetrate to a depth of 12 - 2
inches(4-5cm) and as heat spreads through the food by
conduction, just as in a traditional oven, the food cooks
from the outside inwards.

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COOKING TECHNIQUES
STANDING TIME

Dense foods e.g. meat, jacket potatoes and cakes,
require standing time(inside or outside of the oven) after
cooking, to allow heat to finish conducting to cook the
center completely. Wrap meat joints and jacket potatoes
in aluminium foil while standing. Meat joints need approx.
10-15 minutes, jacket potatoes 5 minutes. Other foods
such as plated meal, vegetables, fish etc require 2-5
minutes standing. After defrosting food, standing time
should also be allowed. If food is not cooked after
standing time, return to the oven and cook for additional
time.

MOISTURE CONTENT

Many fresh foods e.g. vegetables and fruit, vary in their
moisture content throughout the season, particularly
jacket potatoes. For this reason cooking times may have
to be adjusted. Dry ingredients e.g. rice, pasta, can dry
out during storage so cooking times may differ.

DENSITY
Porous airy foods heat more quickly than dense heavy
foods.

CLING FILM

Cling film helps keep the food moist and the trapped
steam assists in speeding up cooking times. Pierce
before cooking to allow excess steam to escape. Always
take care when removing cling film from a dish as the
build-up of steam will be very hot.

SHAPE
Even shapes cook evenly. Food cooks better by
microwave when in a round container rather than square.

SPACING
Foods cook more quickly and evenly if spaced apart.
NEVER pile foods on top of each other.
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STARTING TEMPERATURE

The colder the food, the longer it takes to heat up. Food
from a fridge takes longer to reheat than food at room
temperature.

LIQUIDS

All liquids must be stirred before and during heating.
Water especially must be stirred before and during
heating, to avoid eruption. Do not heat liquids that have
previously been boiled. DO NOT OVERHEAT.

TURNING & STIRRING
Some foods require stirring during cooking. Meat and
poultry should be turned after half the cooking time.

ARRANGING

Individual foods e.g. chicken portions or chops, should be
placed on a dish so that the thicker parts are towards the
outside.

QUANTITY
Small quantities cook faster than large quantities, also
small meals will reheat more quickly than large portions.

PIERCING

The skin or membrane on some foods will cause steam
to build up during cooking. These foods must be pierced
or a strip of skin should be peeled off before cooking to
allow the steam to escape. Eggs, potatoes, apples,
sausages etc, will all need to be pierced before cooking.
DO NOT ATTEMPT TO BOIL EGGS IN THEIR SHELLS.

COVERING

Cover foods with microwave cling film or a lid. Cover fish,
vegetables, casseroles, soups. Do not cover cakes,
sauces, jacket potatoes or pastry items.



DEFROSTING GUIDE

» Do not defrost covered meat. Covering might allow
cooking to take place. Always remove outer wrap and
tray. Use only containers that are microwave-safe.

» Begin defrosting whole poultry breast-side-down.
Begin defrosting roasts fat-side-down.

» The shape of the package alters the defrosting time.
Shallow rectangular shapes defrost more quickly
than a deep block.

» After 1/3 of the defrost time has elapsed, check the
food. Toy may wish to turn over, break apart,
rearrange or remove thawed portions of the food.

» During defrost, the oven will prompt you to turn the
over. At this point, open oven door and check the
food. Follow the techniques listed below for optimum
defrost results.

Then, close oven door, touch the START pad to
complete defrosting.

» When defrosted, food should be cool, but softened in
all areas. If still slightly icy, return to microwave oven
very briefly, or let stand a few minutes. After
defrosting, allow food to stand 5-60 minutes if there
are any icy areas.

Poultry and fish may be placed under running cool
water until defrosted

= Turn over : Roast, ribs, whole poultry, turkey
breasts, hot dogs, sausages, steaks, or chops.

> Rearrange : Break apart or separate steaks, chops,
hamburger patties, ground meat, chicken or seafood
pieces, chunks of meat such as stew beef.

> Shield : Use small strips of aluminum foil to protect
thin areas or edges of unevenly shaped foods such
as chicken wings. To prevent arcing, do not allow foil
to come within 1-inch of oven walls or door.

1 cup 2-3 min. Cook covered, in microwaveable casserole.
Stir once halfway through cooking.

Ravioli or pasta in sauce
1 cup 2-3 min. Cook covered, in microwaveable casserole.
4 cups 6-9 min. Stir once halfway through cooking.
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VEGETABLE CHART

Use a suitable glass pyrex bowl with lid. Add 30-45ml cold water(2-3 tbsp.) for every 250g unless another water
quantity is recommended - see table. Cook covered for the minimum time - see table.

Continue cooking to get the result you prefer. Stir once during and once after cooking. Add salt, herbs or butter
after cooking. Cover during a standing time of 3 minutes.

Hint : cut the fresh vegetables into even sized pieces. The smaller they are cut, the quicker they will cook.

All vegetables should be cooked using full microwave power.

TOMATO & ORANGE SOUP

1 0z.(259) butter

1 medium onion, chopped

1 large carrot & 1 large potato, chopped
13/4Ib(800g) canned, chopped tomatoes
juice and grated rind of 1 small orange
11/2pints(900ml) hot vegetable stock
salt and pepper to taste

FRENCH ONION SOUP

1 large onions, sliced
1 tbsp (15ml) corn oil
2 0z.(50g) plain flour
2 pints(1.2 liters) hot meat
or vegetable stock
salt and pepper to taste
2 tbsp (30ml) parsley, chopped
4 thick slices French bread
2 0z.(509) cheese, grated

STIR FRIED VEGETABLES

1 tbsp(15ml) sunflower oil

2 tbsp (30ml) soy sauce

1 tbsp (15ml) sherry

1"(2.5cm) root ginger,
peeled and finely grated

2 medium carrots, cut into fine strips

4 0z.(100g) button mushrooms,
chopped

2 0z.(50g) beansprouts

4 0z.(100g) mange-tout

1 red pepper, seeded and thinly sliced

4 spring onions, chopped

4 0z.(100g) canned water chestnuts,
sliced

1/4 head of chinese leaves, thinly sliced

HONEYED CHICKEN

4 boneless chicken breasts

2 tbsp(30ml) clear honey

1 tbsp(15ml) whole grain mustard
1/2 tsp(2.5ml) dried tarragon

1 tbsp(15ml) tomato puree

1/4 pint(150ml) chicken stock
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1. Melt the in a large bowl on P-HI for 1 minute.

2. Add the onion, carrot and potato and cook on P-HI
for 4 minutes. stir halfway through cooking.

3. Add the tomatoes, orange juice, orange rind and
stock. Mix thoroughly. Season with salt and pepper to
taste. Cover the bowl and cook on P-HI for 15
minutes. stir 2-3 times during cooking, until the
vegetables are tender.

4. Blend and serve immediately.

1. Place the onion and oil a bowl, mix well and cook on
P-HI for 1 minutes.

2. Stir in the flour to make a paste and gradually add
stock. Season and add the parsley.

3. Cover the bowl and cook on P-70 for 16 minutes.

4. Pour the soup into serving bowls, submerge bread
and sprinkle generously with cheese.

5. Cook on P-70 for 2 minutes, until the cheese has
melted.

1. Place the oil, soy sauce, sherry, ginger, garlic and
carrots in a large bowl, mix thoroughly

2. Cover and cook on P-HI for 3-5 minutes, stirring
once.

3. Add the button mushrooms, beansprouts, mange-
tout, red pepper, spring onions, water chestnuts and
chinese leaves. Mix thoroughly.

4. Cook on P-HI for 5-6 minutes, until the vegetables
are tender. Stir 2-3 times during cooking.

Stir fried vegetables are ideally served with meat or
fish.

1. Place the chicken breasts in a casserole dish.

2. Mix all remaining ingredients together and pour over
the chicken. Salt and pepper to taste.

3. Cook on P-HI for 13-14 minutes. Rearrange and coat
the chicken with the sauce twice during cooking.

2 baking potatoes,

(approx.9 0z.(2509g) each)
2 0z.(50g) butter
4 0z.(100g) blue cheese, chopped
1 tbsp(15ml) fresh chives, chopped

1 0z.(259) butter

1 0z.(259) plain flour
1/2 pint(300ml) milk

11/21b.(6759) strawberries, hulled
3 tbsp(45ml) lemon juice
11/21b.(675g) caster sugar

PLAIN MICROWAVE CAKE

4 0z.(100g) margarine

4 0z.(100g) sugar

1 eggs

4 0z.(100g) self raising flour, sifted
2-3 tbsp(30-45ml) milk

OMELETTS

1/2 0z.(159) butter
4 eggs

6 tbsp(90ml) milk
salt & pepper
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1. Prick each potato in several places. Cook on P-HI for
7-9 minutes. Halve and scoop the flesh into a bowl,
add the butter, cheese, chives, mushrooms, salt and
pepper, mix thoroughly.

2. Pile mixture into the potato skins and place in a flan

dish.

3. Cook on P-50 for 10 minutes.

1. Place the butter in a bowl and cook on P-HI for 1
minute, until melted.

2. Stir in the flour and whisk in the milk. Cook on P-HI

for 3-4 minutes, stirring every 2 minutes until thick
and smooth. Season with salt and pepper to taste.

1. Place strawberries and lemon juice in a very large

bowl, heat on P-HI for 4 minutes, or until the fruit has
softened. Add sugar, mix well.

2. Cook on P-70 for 20-25 minutes, until setting point*is

reached, stir every 4-5 minutes.

3. Pour into hot, clean jars. Cover, seal and label.

* setting point : To determine setting point, place 1
tsp(5ml)jam onto chilled saucer. Allow to stand for 1
minute. Move surface of jam gently with your finger, if
the surface wrinkles setting point has been reached.

1. line the base of 8" (20.4cm) cake dish with grease-

proof paper.

2. Cream the margarine and sugar together until light

and fluffy. Beat in the eggs and fold in the sifted flour
alternately with the milk.

3. Pour into prepared container. Cook on P-HI for 4-5

minutes, until a skewer comes out cleanly.

4. Leave the cake to stand for 5 minutes before turning

out.

1. Whisk together eggs and milk.
2. Place butter in 10"(26cm) flan dish. Cook on P-HI for

1 minute, until melted. Coat the dish with the melted
butter.

3. Pour omelette mixture into flan dish. Cook on P-HI for

2 minutes. whisk mixture and cook again on P-HI for
1 minutes.



SCRAMBLED EGG

1/2 0z.(159) butter 1. Melt the butter in a bowl on P-HI for 1 minute.

2 eggs 2. Add the eggs, milk and seasoning and mix well.

2 tbsp(30ml) milk 3. Cook on P-HI for 3 minutes, stirring every 30

SAVORY MINCE

1 small onion, diced 1. Place onion, garlic and oil in casserole, and cook on
1 clove garlic, crushed P-HI for 2 minutes or until soft.

1 tsp(5ml) oil 2. Place all other ingredients in casserole. Stir well.

7 0z.(200g) can chopped tomatoes 3. Cover and cook on P-HI for 5 minutes then P-50 for
1 tbsp(15ml) tomato puree 8-13 minutes or until the meat is cooked.
