Should LG fail to 
enforce strict performance of any provision of this Limited Warranty (including these 
arbitration procedures), it does not mean that LG intends to waive or has waived any 
provision or part of this Limited Warranty.

Opt Out. The arbitration provision requires you and LG to resolve disputes by binding 
arbitration instead of court, unless the laws of your province or territory do not permit 
that, or, in other jurisdictions, if you choose to opt out. The arbitration provision does 
not apply to consumers in Ontario, British Columbia and Québec. 
For individuals that fall within the binding arbitration provisions, you may opt out of 
this dispute resolution procedure. If you opt out, neither you nor LG can require the 
other to participate in an arbitration proceeding.

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You may only opt out of the dispute resolution procedure in the manner described 
above (that is, by e-mail or telephone); no other form of notice will be effective to 
opt out of this dispute resolution procedure. Opting out of this dispute resolution 
procedure will not affect the coverage of the Limited Warranty in any way, and you will 
continue to enjoy the full benefits of the Limited Warranty. If you keep this product and 
do not opt out, then you accept all terms and conditions of the arbitration provision 
described above.

Conflict of Terms. In the event of a conflict or inconsistency between the terms of this 
Limited Warranty and the End User License Agreement (“EULA”) in regards to dispute 
resolution, the terms of this Limited Warranty shall control and govern the rights and 
obligations of the parties and shall take precedence over the EULA.
